The time frame for each parish and Retreat Center is from 1 PM to 8 PM. St. Ignatius Retreat House will close 
their day with a Healing Mass. The Parishes will fit the exposition into their Mass Schedule for the day. The 

Knights of Columbus will set up an Honor Guard at each site. 
 

The Bishop has asked  the prayer groups to spend time in prayer, penance and petition to the Sacred Heart for

April—The Role of the Laity in Evangelization 

May—Thanksgiving for the Healing Received for Devotion to the Sacred Heart
