All Catholics who have reached their fourteenth
year are bound to abstain entirely from meat on
Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent. All
Catholics between the ages of eighteen and fifty-
nine inclusive are also bound to observe the law
of fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. This
means limiting oneself to a single full meal and
avoiding food between meals. Two other light
meals, which together do not equal a full meal,
may be taken during the day

On this first Sunday of Lent, we hear of Jesus being
tempted by the devil in the wilderness after his 40
days of fasting. To each temptation, Jesus responds
with a scripture verse.

Gospel Luke 4:3—10, 12—13
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke

The devil said to him, “"If
you are the Son of God,
command this stone to
become a loaf of bread.”
Jesus answered him, "It is
written, 'One does not live
by bread alone.™
Then the devil led him up
and showed him in an instant all the kingdoms of the
world.
