“Pro Multis”

     At the most solemn part of the Mass, when the priest 
holds the cup of wine during the Eucharistic prayer and 
repeats the words of Jesus at the Last Supper, he tells about 
the significance of the blood of Christ. This blood was 
poured out for the forgiveness of sins. It is humbling to hear 
that in spite of our sins – indeed, because of our sins – 
Christ did not punish us but poured out his own blood so 
that we could experience forgiveness from him and union 
with him.  The Bible often says this; see, for example, 
Galatians 1:3-4. 
   For many years, Catholics have heard the priest say, “it 
will be shed for you and for all so that sins may be 
forgiven.” But a more literal translation of the original Latin 
text is this: “[It] will be poured out for you and for many for 
the forgiveness of sins.” The Latin words that have been 
rendered “for all” are “pro multis,” and they literally mean 
“for many.” 
    Jesus himself used the word “many” according to 
Matthew 26:28 and Mark 14:24. In the context of the Last 
Supper, he was not trying to restrict the number of people 
for whom he would pour out his blood but expand it. He told 
the disciples he was dying not only “for you” but also “for 
many.”  This was surely an eye-opener for them. 
    Jesus was surely alluding to a prophecy in Isaiah 53:12, 
which says that God’s suffering servant will “take away the 
sins of many, and win pardon for their offenses.”  Jesus 
fulfilled that prophecy. By using the words “pro multis,” the 
Eucharistic prayer refers to all these Scripture texts, which 
affirm the mission of Jesus, who came to die so that others 
might be forgiven.

March 14, 2010  
 Today we celebrate St. Patrick. He is known as the 

apostle to Ireland because he brought Christianity to 
that country. 

This Sunday we will hear a familiar parable. 
  
Gospel      Luke 15:11-12,13b-14,17-18a, 19,20b-22a, 23b-24  
 The Story of St. Patrick 
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke  
 St. Patrick lived in the fifth century. As a teen, St. 

Patrick was kidnapped from Scotland and sold as a 
slave in Ireland. Several years later, with God’s help, 
he escaped to Britain, where he studied to become  a 
priest and later was ordained a bishop. Then he went 
back to Ireland and brought the faith of Jesus to all 
the Irish people. He helped them believe that God 
didn’t live in the trees of the forest, but in the 
hearts of all people.  

Jesus said: “There was a man who had two sons. The 
younger of them said to his father, ‘Father give me 
the share of the property that will belong to me.’ So 
he divided his property between them. The younger 
son gathered all he had and traveled to a distant 
country, and there he squandered his property in 
dissolute living. When he had spent everything, a 
severe famine took place throughout that country, 
and he began to be in need. But when he came to 
himself he said, “How many of my father’s hired 
hands have bread enough to 
spare, but here I am dying of 
hunger! I will get up and go to 
my father.’ While he was still 
far off, his father saw him 
and was filled with 
compassion; he ran and put his 
arms around him and kissed 
him. Then the son said to him, 
‘Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you; 
I am no longer worthy to be called you son.’ But the 
father said to his slaves, ‘let us eat and celebrate; 
for this son of mine was dead and is alive again; he 
was lost and is found!’  And they began to celebrate.” 

 
Prayer: 
God of our ancestors, 
Give us the strength and courage  
     of St. Patrick 
so that we may bring the love and joy  
 of your kingdom 
to all the world. 
We ask this through Christ our Lord.

March 19, 2010 
 
Today is the Solemnity of St. Joseph, Mary’s husband 
and Jesus’ earthly father. Joseph was from the house 
of David, from which the Messiah was to come.  He is 
the patron saint of fathers, carpenters, and also of 
the Universal Church. 

 
The Gospel of the Lord.   
  
For reflection:  How do you think the son felt when 
his father greeted him? 

Saint Joseph was chosen by God to be Jesus’ foster 
father. When the Bible describes Saint Joseph, we 
can see his love and devotion to God come shining 
through. God blessed Saint Joseph with the gift of 
openness to the angel of the Lord, who came to him in 
dreams. Joseph protected and raised Jesus as his 
own child, sharing his knowledge and wisdom with the 
boy. Together with Mary, he made a loving and 
reverent home for God’s son, and Jesus grew in 
wisdom, age and grace.
