In foday's gospel Jesus tells us about a parable about
a tree that has not produced fruit. Remember that
Jesus used parables, stories form ordinary life, to
teach us about God and God's kingdom.

Then he told this parable: * A man had a fig tree
planted in his vineyard; and he came looking for fruit
on it and found none. So he said to the gardener, ‘See
here! For three years I have come looking for fruit
on this fig tree, and still I find none. Cut it down!
Why should it be
wasting soil?' He
replied, 'Sir, let it alone
for one more year, until
I dig around it and put
manure on it. If it
bears fruit next year,
well and good; but if
not, you can cut it
down.”

In today's Gospel, Jesus reminds us of the two
greatest commandments.

Reading Mark 12:28-34

A reading from the first letter of Mark

One of the scribes came near and heard them
disputing with one another, and seeing that Jesus
answered them well, he asked him, "“Which
commandment is the first of all?" Jesus answered,
“The first is, 'Hear, O Israel: the Lord our God, the
Lord is one; you shall love the Lord your God with all
your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your
mind, and with all your strength." The second is this,
'You shall love your neighbor as yourself." There is no
other commandment greater than these.” Then the
scribe said to him, "You are right, Teacher; you have
truly said that 'he is one, and besides him there is no
other’; and 'to love him with all the heart, and with all
the understanding, and with all the strength,’ and 'to
love one's neighbor as oneself,—
this is much more important than
all whole burnt offerings and
sacrifices." When Jesus saw that
he answered wisely, he said to
him, "You are not far from the
kingdom of God." After that no
one dared to ask him any question.
